Actions and Theater: The act of pressuring a candidate by wearing costumes or just holding up signs at an event. Example: In the 2000 election, there was a person in an ATM suit (who has no affiliation with us) following George W. Bush around.

Writing Letters to the Editor: The act of writing a letter about a specific issue with the intent to publish it in a newspaper, directed towards its editor. 

Calling Campaign Headquarters: The act of calling the headquarters of a candidate’s campaign to ensure that the campaign knows that the issue is something people care about.
